Important information: All cars must be 
mechanically and structurally sound and all occupants 
must wear an approved correctly fitting safety 
helmet (with visor or goggles if driving an open car). 
Fireproof overalls are strongly recommended.  Cars 
must be adequately silenced. Rear view mirrors are 
compulsory. Passengers over the age of 18 years may 
be carried (one at a time) but they must have 
completed the appropriate ‘signing-on’ form 
acknowledging the risks involved.  The event will be 
fully marshalled and safety cover will be provided. 
Driving standards will be closely observed and the 
organisers will exclude anyone considered to be 
driving without due regard for the safety of 
themselves or other participants. The organisers do 
not provide any safety helmets or clothing. 
 
Racing will not be permitted 

The above fee permits you to drive on the circuit 
but we must emphasise this will be speed, 
restricted,  fully controlled with pace cars front 
and rear of the convoy. A strict “no overtaking” 
rule will be implied during these sessions.  
Restricted to bone fide members of MSA 
recognised clubs.  On the Saturday and Sunday 
you may also take part in a variety of parades 
between 1pm and 6pm 

DECLARATION 
I understand that if this booking is accepted, my participation in this TRACK ACCESS event is subject to the undertaking and indemnities in the General Rules of the Aintree Circuit Club and that the Club, CCUK Media Ltd and Landowners are absolved from 
any liability that may arise as a result of my use of this facility. 
 
I also declare that:  
 
1. I understand that this is a non-competitive event. Whilst racing is not permitted at any time, vehicles will be driven at high speeds in a sporting environment and I acknowledge that in such circumstances despite the organisers taking all reasonable 

precautions, unavoidable accidents can happen and I therefore declare that I shall be present at my own risk.  
2. I am physically and mentally fit to take part in the event, and that I am competent to do so.  
3. I understand the nature and type of the event and the potential risk inherent with motor sport, and agree to accept that risk. 
4. To the best of my belief I possess the appropriate standard of competence for an event of the type to which this booking relates and that the vehicle to be used is suitable and roadworthy for the event having regard to the course and the speeds which 

will be reached.  
5. I understand that should I at any time during this event be suffering from any physical or mental disability whether permanent or temporary that is likely to affect prejudicially my normal control of the vehicle, I must not take part unless I have declared 

such disability to The Aintree Circuit Club or CCUK Media Limited, who, following such declaration, agree to accept my participation in the event.  I further declare that I shall inform the organisers immediately, should any change in my condition occur 
during the event that I have reason to believe would adversely affect my ability to continue to safely participate in the event.  

6. I understand that no part of the booking fee for this event constitutes a premium for insurance cover for participants.  However, I understand that the organising Club has in place Public Liability Insurance covering all persons connected with the 
promotion and/or conduct of the event. 

 
DRIVER’S SIGNATURE __________________________________The form must not be signed by anyone else on behalf of the driver.  
 
IMPORTANT: No one under the age of 18 years shall be permitted to be carried in any vehicle participating in this event without the written permission of their parent or guardian. It is strongly 
recommended that no person less than 4ft 10ins tall is carried in a vehicle taking part in the event. Drivers must not take part in the event whilst under the influence of drink or drugs.
